




History of the Dewey Beach Civic League


The Dewey Beach Civic League was founded in 1990. Since that time the members of the league have been working toward improving our town by:
· communicating information to property owners such as current issues in town and the voting records of commissioners
· helping to create effective government
· beautifying the town
· creating a family-friendly atmosphere, and
· building a sense of community among residents, property owners, and the businesses

These goals have remained consistent from the inception of the organization.

Since the League’s incorporation, the officers of the league have organized a public candidates forum prior to each election of Town Commissioners to which all candidates are invited to present their views. The league disseminates any submitted written platform received from each candidate.   At the request of the polled general membership, the officers and directors may endorse candidates for the position of Commissioner of the Town of Dewey Beach and communicate their recommendations to the voters.

The league organizes periodic public meetings to which guest speakers are invited to discuss topics of general town interest.

The officers also hold an annual general membership  meeting to elect officers, communicate our accomplishments, and share how the league has donated money to help the town and other local organizations.
